Decide on an established light source (light coming from a certain direction) and keep it consistent





Your practice drawing should have a full range of value work (From dark-darks to light-lights)





Make sure to update your process journal and develop your artist intention





Once you’ve developed all two still life sketches and have an artist intention, show teacher to begin final still life drawing





You may chose whichever paper and technique works best for your artist intention

Range of lightness to darkness
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Contour:


The line that defines a form or edge - an outline





Cross contour:


Crossing contour lines that suggest form


(The lines crisscross each other to follow the hills and valleys of a shape)
